International Relations of Bukhara State University

As a modern university, trying to achieve best results in education, Bukhara State University has established and developing wide range of international cooperation with foreign universities, foundations, international organizations and research centers.

Starting from 1992, the International Relations Office of the university has established close cooperation ties with foreign partners. Among them, we can count embassies of Italy, France, Korean Republic, Japan, Iran, Great Britain, India, Egypt, European Commission, as well as international educational organizations as DAAD, CAFÉ, Goete Institute, ACCELS, British Council, TACIS, Konrad Adenauer Foundation, GTZ, Fridrich Ebert Foundation, Fridrich Naumann Foundation, Toshiba Foundation, JICA, KOICA, ITEC and many others. The value of financial aid and equipment received from these organizations amounts to more than 200 thousand US dollars.

There is a big number of bilateral agreements signed with foreign universities from Ireland, France, Russia, Italy, USA, Poland, Czech Republic, Belgium, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Finland, Mongolia, Spain and others.  In the last three years, there have been visits of more than 50 foreign delegations to our university. International conferences and seminars are being constantly organized.
Until this moment  more than 60 lecturers and 50 volunteers from abroad have had their professional activities in our university. Hundreds of our lecturers and students have been sent abroad for studying, doing scientific researches and teaching. At the moment, there are more than 20 active agreements, aiming at collaborative researches and exchange.
Special attention was given to cooperation within TEMPUS projects. Starting from 1996, there hasn’t been any year without a TEMPUS project functioning at the university. The projects enabled to improve educational system, technical base and professional skills at our university. At the moment there are 2 ongoing TEMPUS projects. 

Starting from 2007, Bukhara State University is one of the main partners in European Commission’s Erasmus Mundus External Cooperation Window (currently Tempus Action 2) program. Within this program, many of our students, PhDs, post-docs and teachers have been sent to European universities.

“Center of Italian Language”, “Center of Egypt Culture”, “Scientific Research Center of Paris Sud University”, “Center of Persian Language and Culture”, “Korean International Language Center”, “Uzbekistan-Japan Human Resource Development Center” are operating at the university, thus making cooperation links tighter. 
The International Relations Office is publishing the “Bulletin of IRO”, which aims to supply information about international grants, fellowships, competitions and conferences.  
For its achievements in scientific-pedagogical activities and international relations, the university has been awarded a Gold Medal of the French Manufacturers Organization in 2000.

All these are indicative to the university’s growing international prestige as well as the first fruits and promising signs of educational reforms and its adaptation to international standards carried out in Independent Uzbekistan.
